Clinicians in the Probation & Parole districts are also included in the oversight.

OBTAINING A SOCIAL SECURITY CARD

To replace a social security card, the SS-5 form must be completed. This form can be obtained on the
Internet (www.ssa.gov), through the local social security office, or by calling 1-800-772-1213.

PROPER IDENTIFICATION IS REQUIRED! (Driver’s license, marriage or divorce record, military records,
employer ID card, adoption record, insurance policy, passport, health insurance card, school ID card,
parole certificate)

e For areplacement card, one identifying document is necessary. It will be the same number as the old
card.

e For a name change, documentation of old and new name is necessary

e For a new card, documentation proving age, citizenship or lawful alien status, and identification are
necessary.

No photocopies of documents are accepted. The original documents or copies certified by the custodian
of record are required. Notarized copies are not acceptable.
